The churches in this parish face issues honestly, work through differences, have mechanisms for dealing with “hurts”

Personality Issues
Rating_____
The churches in this parish have “personalities” (habits, histories, priorities, “tone”) that complement each other

Financial Management
Rating_____
The churches in this parish have a thoughtful, transparent, flexible way of managing their financial resources

Leisure Activities
Rating_____
The churches in this parish have members who go back and forth for activities (dinners, musical events, worship, etc.) in each other’s congregations

Children and Parenting
Rating_____
The churches in this parish support one another in raising up the next generation of disciples for our Lord Jesus Christ

Family and Friends

Rating_____
The churches in this parish are “good neighbors” to other faith communities (Lutheran and non-Lutheran) and to the wider (non-church) community
